Is Second Church Preparing for the Future?

The following thoughts from the book The Fly in the Ointment continue the challenges
to today’s churches as begun in my article in the last Second Sharing. If you did not

read that article, | encourage you to do so prior to reading this reflection.

The question is, “How do we view the person that walks through the door?” If
you view the person as the potential resource to help keep your life the same,
then you are internally focused, and still functioning as if you were a monopoly.
(Thinking that person has no other option but your organization or church.) If
you view the person as someone to be served and that service may require
growth and flexibility on your part, then you are externally focused; the
monopolistic thinking has begun to be broken.

Internally focused organizations are concerned that something be done
correctly and are of the opinion that the person served should be equally
impressed. The reality is that most people do not walk out of a hospital with
high praise exclaiming, “They got my blood pressure right!” Nor do they walk
out of a library exclaiming, ‘The book was right where the library computer said
it should be!” Nor do most members walk out of a church exclaiming, “The
organist did not miss one note!” Internally focused organizations believe that
once they have met the high technical requirements of the job (which they set
for themselves and others like them), nothing more should be required of them.
Externally focused organizations realize that impression is an important as
performance.

The shift from an internally focused culture to an externally focused one is
painful and even bloody, regardless of the organization. As the T-shirt of one
emergency department nurse so indelicately put it, “I am here to save your butt,
not kiss it.” Mono-optional churches would not fall far from that sentiment, but
would substitute the word “soul” as the object of the saving. Of course, the
understanding of that saving is to make you [become] like us, which means
using our words, ideas, motions, gestures, music, signage, architecture, etc.

Externally focused organizations realize and accept that it is not just an issue of
correctness that makes the difference but impression as well . . . Churches are
beginning to get this: Leading the effort is the pioneering work of some
courageous and brilliant pastors on the more evangelical side of the church.
But this is not primarily a theological issue. My research shows that the critical
issue for churches is the level of energy they generate among the participants.
Churches with high energy tend to be doing better numerically, as well . . .

Because BUILD asked for specific
commitments, Lextran reviewed its routs and schedules
and then started a subscription program to provide rides
to and from work when the bus does not run (12M -
6AM). Because BUILD asked for specific commitments,
LFUCG put $150,000 into drug rehab programs in the
jails and started one for women. The one for men
worked. They had none for women.

On March 22 BUILD will again ask for public
confirmation to specific commitments to further action. If

Children, obey your parents in everything,
for this pleases the Lord.

With more and more parents in the work force, the
decision to leave children home alone is becoming very
common. Developmentally, children are generally ready
to be home alone around 12 or 13, but this varies with
each child. There are safety tips to help insure your
child's safety:

The first time you leave your child home alone,
leave for a brief time and stay close to home.

The child needs to know where you will be,
how you can be reached, and expected time of return.

Place all emergency numbers (911, fire, doctor,
poison control, a trusted neighbor,etc.) by every phone.

Have a first aid kit available and instruct the child in
its use.

Establish house rules, such as

Call Mom or Dad as soon as arriving home

What is OK to watch on TV

Can anyone come over

Can child go out

Homework before chores

Safe snacks---what's OK to use in the kitchen

Never tell anyone you are home alone

Keep doors and windows locked

The child should be able to identify 2 escape routes
from the house in the event of an emergency.

Every child should know his phone number, street
address, and your number.

Children who are mentally and emotionally ready to
stay alone , who have mastered skills to deal with the
responsibility, and can talk openly with parents about
this experience can gain much from this independence.
With safety nets in place, children should always know
there is someone available to help them.
